Present Simple

1) Things that are generally or always true.
e.g. Mary usually stays at home at the weekend.

Present Continuous
Things happening at this moment.
e.g. Kate is spending her day off with her children.
Things happening in the present period.
e.g. I'm living with some friends until I can find a flal.
Future arrangements.
e.d. On New Year's Eve we are having a party.
