His job
allowed Sam to
read the news of
the world.



Literary career

At 18, Sam headed east
to New York City and
Philadelphia, where he
worked on several
different newspapers
and found some
success at writing
articles.




For the next 17 years, Sam,
Livy, his wife, and their three
daughters lived in the Hartford
home. During those years Mark
Twain wrote « Adventures of
Tom Sawyer” and “ Adventures
of Huckleberry Finn”.
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
