If you like to walk in the woods, you’ve probably seen chipmunks darting around. A chipmunk is really a sort of
ground squirrel. You can recognize a chipmunk by its color — light or reddish brown with black and white stripes
on its back and cheeks.

Chipmunks are smaller than most squirrels. An adult chipmunk might be only five or six inches long, and weigh
only a few ounces. They have pouches in their cheeks for carrying food.
