= a large quantity of something

Much and Many are mainly used in negative sentences and questions.
They are not common in affirmative sentences though still possible.
Much is used with uncountable nouns.

Many is used with plural countable nouns.

“MucH MANY

+ UNCOUNTABLE NOUNS + PLURAL COUNTABLE NOUNS
-l don’t have much time. - There aren’t many chairs in the room.
- He doesn’t need much money. - I don’t have many friends.
- Does it use much electricity? - Do you think many people will go?

With affirmative sentences, we prefer a lot of instead of much/many.

A lot of / lots of are not common in negative sentences or questions.

A lot of can be used with countable nouns and uncountable nouns.
a lot of = lots of

+ UNCOUNTABLE NOUNS + PLURAL COUNTABLE NOUNS

- I need a lot of coffee. - She has a lot of friends.
(= I need lots of coffee.) (= She has lots of friends.)
- There is a lot of traffic today. - There are a lot of cars on the street.
