• Her contribution to literature  includes her many translations, Jules 
Verne’s novels, which are very popular . She also made translations from 
French into Russian and Ukrainian. Her own works were translated into 
several European languages, and thus she was responsible for making 
Ukrainian literature an international phenomenon.

• 7 years she assisted her husband with his ethnographic work and 
learning the Ukrainian culture and language. Marko Vovchok moved to 
Europe, where she resided in Germany, France, Italy and Switzerland. In 
Saint Petersburg, she wrote and translated for Russian magazines.

  In the years 964-966 warriors of Sviatoslav fighting on the Oka and 
Volga, conquer Vyatichi and cause a fatal blow for powerful Khazar 
Khanate. Svyatoslav stormed the capital Sarkel, which was on the 
isthmus of Don and Volga. After the army has gone to the land of 
yasiv and Kasogs.



  In the spring of 965, Svyatoslav sent Khazar Khagan his famous 
historic message: "I Come to You." After the river Oka to the Volga, 
and then moving down to the great river, through the lands of the 
Volga Bulgars - tributaries of the Khazars - Svyatoslav took possession 
of the Khazar Khanate.

Dumpty», Shakespeare's 
sonnets

• Marshak not only learned 
the language, he absorbed 
the country's history, 
manners, customs of the 
people. English, he studied 
all his life, Marshak treated 
very seriously: "I do not ... 
transfer on request, but out 
of love." In London, he 
began to work on 
translations of English 
ballads, later glorified him, 
but then faced with a 
wonderful English children's 
folklore, full of whimsical 
humor.



• Translations from English 
sonnets of Shakespeare, 
performed by Marshak, 
Academician ML Gasparov, 
a recognized master of 
prosody, describes as "a 
phenomenon in Russian 
literature."

•   Critic rightly notes that 
the sonnets of 
Shakespeare in translation 
of Marshak - not only is the 
translation from language 
into language, but also 
with style to style, and 
merit of Marshak - that he 
was able to convey the 
author's ideology, the spirit 
of Shakespeare's 
Renaissance poetry.



Dmitri Mendeleev
• was a Russian chemist and 

inventor.

• he formulated the Periodic Law, 
created his own version of 
the periodic table of elements, 
and used it to correct the 
properties of some already 
discovered elements and also to 
predict the properties of eight 
elements yet to be discovered.

• Mendeleev was awarded many prizes, 
among of them there are medals of 
G.Davey (1882), M.Faradey (1889) and 
Copley (1905). The 101st element in the 
periodic table is named in honour of 
Dmitri Mendeleev.



 Dmitri Mendeleev achieved a colossal result not only 
due to his madness on this science. Also he possessed a 
great variety of qualities. He had a propensity to hard 
work. The chemist had a crazy curiosity, so he was really 
keen on doing different chemical researches and 
experiments.



• In our country, 42% of people are changing the 
profession within the first two years after 
graduating from vocational school, college or 
University, but in general, up to 80% of the 
population are not majoring specified in the 
diploma of vocational education.
