actually 2 cucle. The reason we don’t see the other half of the rambow 15
because we cannot see below the honzon. However, the higher we are above
the zround, the more of the rambow’s circle we can see. That 15 why. from an
arplane in flight. a rambow will appear as a complete circle with the shadow of
the anrplane in the centre.

. In many cultures there 15 a belief that seeing a rambow 15 good. Legends say

that if you dig at the end of a rambow, you'll find 2 pot of gold. Rainbows are
also seen after a storm. showmg that the weather 15 gethng better. and there 15
hope after the storm This 15 why they are associated with rescue and good
fortune. If people happen to get mamied on such z day, 1t 15 said that they will
enjoy a very happy life together.
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You can never reach the end of a rainbow. A rambow 15 all hight and water. Itis
always in front of you while your back 15 to the sun. As you move, the rambow
that your eye sees moves as well and it will always ‘move away’ at the same
speed that you are moving. No matter how hard you try, a rambow will always
be as far away from you as 1t was before you started to move towards it.

. To see a rambow you have to remember some points. First, you should be

standing with the sun behind you. Secondly. the rain should be m front of you
The most impressive rainbows appear when half of the sky 15 still dark wath
clouds and the other half is clear. The best ime to see a rambow 15 on a warm
day in the early moming after sunnise or late afternoon before sunset. Rambows
are often seen near waterfalls and fountams.

The Best Job in the World

Have you ever heard of the Great Bamer Reef? It 15 the world's largest coral
reef system along the eastem coast of Austrahia. In February 2009 an extraordmary
position was advertised by the Australian Tounsm Office. The advertisement ran
that the Great Bamer Reef needed a caretaker for half a year. It was for a special
person who would look after the Reef.

The job offered a large salary, free accommodzation in a hwowy wlla, and
transportation there and around the 1slands. All expenses would be paid: the wmner
wouldn't need to spend any extra money on anything.

The job's duties were pretty smmple. You could only dream of such
requirements. First, the person had to speak English and swim well. Second. on the
1sland hus responsibility mcluded wniting a2 weekly Intemet blog. That's nght.
weekly. not even daily! The job description also required the successful applicant
to explore the 1slands of the Great Bamer Reef. swim. make friends with the locals
and generally enjoy the tropical climate and lifestyle. A real dream!

Within the first 2 days of the contest, the tounsm office received more than
seven thousand online applications. All told. 34.000 people of all different
nationaliies applied. Each made and presented a 60-second video resume. They
had to be creative and they were. In the end 16 people were chosen, who flew to
Australia for the final selection. The candidates were interviewed and the winner
was Ben Southall from the UK.

Ben greatly enjoyed the dream job he had got. He realised that people knew
very hittle about planet earth and its treasures. Living in big cities, they forgot how
important the flora and fauna of this world were. Every fime Ben went outdoors. he
could discover something new. "Every time I dived or went underwater, I forgot
about zll the troubles above water and concentrated on living in the moment. It was
a good way to clean the mind and build respect for the natwral world" Ben said.

Ben's Iife on the 1sland was not just fun. It was very busy, busier than most
people imagined and certainly busier than Ben himeelf had magzined He worked
seven days a week and up to 19 howrs a day. The Best Job included travelling to
over 60 1zlands of the Reef almost every day. It was not just looking after the Reef.
Ben had a lot of meetings, press conferences and mterviews. He was getting a lot
of attention all the time and he couldn't get away from 1t. That was probably the
hardest part of the job.

Moreover, any adventure has a certain degree of nsk. Swimming and diving
on the Great Bamer Reef was not different. Ben had to deal with whales, sharks
and other huge sea creatures. Swpnsingly, the most dangerous thing was 2 small
jellyfish about the size of a Iittle finger. It's considered to be extremely porsonous
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and Ben was stung by 1t. He had to spend a couple of days m hospital but luckily
recovered after a course of antiblotics.

Ben often says that the project has taught hum a few valuable lessons.
Working with the Intemet 15 one of those jobs you can do 24 howrs a day. Ben
realised 1t was hard to separate life and work, but this he had to do. He also said:
"T've leamed that we get one life on earth s0 we have to use it. There'll always be
other countries to v1sit, other people to meet and other adventures to meet. This 15
what I wish to do. I'm planning to go to Asia in a few years time”.
