n spring 1917 the poet Jean
Cocteau, worked with Sergei
Diaghilev, Picasso invited to make
costumes and scenery to the future
of ballet. The artist went to work in
Rome, where he fell in love with one
of the dancers in Diaghilev - Olga
Khokhlova. They married in 1918 and
in 1921 they had a son, Paul. At that
time, his paintings are very far from
cubism; on them: clear and
understandable form, light tone, the
right person. The most expressive
picture of those years - "Portrait of
Olga in an armchair" (1917). Picasso
actively criticized for changing style,
as in the past been criticized for
cubism. On those charges, he said in
an interview: "Whenever | want to
say something, | say in the manner in
which, in my sense it must be said."
