Independence Hall

The Gateway Arch, or Gateway to the West, is an arch that is the
centerpiece of the Jefferson National Expansion Memorial in St.
Louis, Missouri. It was built as a monument to the westward
expansion of the United States. At 192 m, it is the tallest
man-made monument in the United States.

The Gateway Arch was designed
by Finnish-American architect
Eero Saarinen and German-
American structural engineer
Hannskarl Bandel in 1947.
Construction began on February
12, 1963, and ended on October
28, 1965. The monument opened
to the public on June 10, 1967.




Independence Hall

The Mount Rushmore National Memorial is a sculpture carved
into the granite face of Mount Rushmore near Keystone, South
Dakota, in the United States. Sculpted by Danish-American
Gutzon Borglum and his son, Lincoln Borglum, Mount Rushmore
features 60-foot (18 m) sculptures of the heads of four United
States presidents:

George Washington,

Thomas Jefferson,

Theodore Roosevelt and

Abraham Lincoln.

The entire memorial covers
1,278.45 acres (5.17 km2) and
is 5,725 feet (1,745 m)

above sea level.




The Golden Gate Bridge

The Golden Gate Bridge is a suspension bridge spanning the
Golden Gate, the opening of the San Francisco Bay into the Pacific
Ocean. It is one of the most internationally recognized symbols of
San Francisco,

The Golden Gate Bridge

Hollywood ( informally Tinseltown) is an ethnically diverse,
densely populated neighborhood in the central region of Los
Angeles, California. It is notable as the home of the U.S. film
industry, including several of its historic studios, and its name has
come to be a shorthand reference for the industry and the people
in it. Hollywood was a small
community in 1870 and was
incorporated as a municipality
in 1903. It was consolidated
with the city of Los Angeles in
