Welsh is an ancient Celtic 
language, similar to 
Breton, spoken in Brittany, 
France. It is one of the 
most ancient languages of 
Europe. In the 60’s Welsh 
was given equal status 
with English as an official 
language and is used in 
the law courts. 



It is taught in school and 
some TV program are 
broadcast in Welsh. 
However, only about 20% 
of the population speaks 
Welsh.
