The white diagonal cross 1s the cross of St. Andrew, the
patron saint of Scotland. The red diagonal cross 1s the cross of St.
Patrick, the patron saint of Ireland.

Some historians say that the British flag got the name of Union
Jack from James I under whom Scotland and England were united
