Yungyuy — a spear, thrust weapon for close combat. There are different
shapes of the head Ieaf-shaped, lancet-shaped and diamond-shaped
heads. They are subdivided by the method of hafting into stalked and
plugged. Among them you can find hunting bear-spears with crossing tajyy
yungyuy.

Oh saa, kuonnyalyk, keheh — bow, bow case, quiver. Yakut bow of
XVII-XVIII centuries was composite, it was made of two or more layers of
larch or birch wood with bone or wooden wedge tips, sometimes it was
enforced in front part with tendons. The length of Yakut bow was about
1.8 m. Bow case and quiver were made of deer or elk leather.

Kylys — one-edged cut and thrust weapon for close combat.
E.K. Pekarsky compares the word kylys with ancient Turkic kylych. Straight
blade beginning to broad with a hilt and sharpensina tip.

Batas, batyja - one-edged cut and thrust weapon for close combat, so-
called palma (probably from Samodian palyemka aknife). It is distinguished
with original shape with a straight back and convex or broken line of a blade.
Batas' shaft length is about 1.5-1.7 m. Batyja is a shortened version of
batas andits shaftisabout 0.8 m.
