Definitions: Globalization

* The main features of globalization:

— intensification of economic, political, social, and cultural
relations across borders

— the triumph of the US values, through the combined
agenda of neoliberalism in economics and political
democracy;

— a technological revolution, with social implications;

— the inability of nation-states to cope with global problems
that require global solutions, such as demography,
ecology, human rights, and nuclear proliferation
